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   The Clock is Tickin'... 
 
"Therefore keep watch, because you do not know on which day your Lord is 
coming." (Matthew 24:42). 
 
Now, brothers, about times and dates we do not need to write to you, for you know 
very well that the day of the Lord will come like a thief in the night.(1 Thess:5:1-2) 
Prediction on the return of Christ (parousia) is as old as Christ’s ascension into 
heaven. In the early church people were expecting an imminent parousia of Christ. 
The word “parousia” means coming, arrival, and presence. It is employed in an 
entirely neutral sense without technical or special significance. In Hellenism the word 
parousia used to denote the visit of dignitaries, kings, generals, etc., as well as well 
as the coming of the appearance of gods. 
 
The term parousia has this technical meaning in Paul especially in 1, 2Thessalonians 
and 1 Corinthians 15, it very definitely does not mean “return”, nor is parousia used in 
Paul (or elsewhere in the New Testament) of the first advent of Christ. The parousia 
of Lord denotes the expected manifestation of Christ, as the definitive, ultimate 
revelation of his glory. “Coming” therefore, has the connotation of the revelation of 
glory, the glorious coming and the presence linked with it. 
 
In the book of Amos we read about “The day of the Lord”(Amos 5:18) it used as a 
time of  judgment. In the New Testament the day is associated with Christ as well as 
with the father (Phil.1.6,2 Pet.2.9) here the emphasis on the judgment of the 
individual rather than on that of nations. It is made clear that “each of us will give an 
account of himself to God” (Rom 14:12). 
 
St. Paul compares the Parousia with the coming of a thief, indicates its total 
unexpectedness. “If there is one thing certain about the timing of the Lord’s return it 
is this, that we cannot be certain of the timing (Leith Samuel). The coming of the Lord 
is inevitable, but unpredictable. 
 
We believe in the coming of Christ in his great glory, but we do not know when. 
Striving to live for God –That is what Jesus wants us to focus our energy on while we 
wait for that “blessed hope and glorious appearing of our great God and savior Jesus 
Christ (Titus.2:13).   “Look for Christ’s return, and you’ll live for Christ’s glory.”
