Investigators determined 

the cause of the accident to be a common error known as spatial disorientation. This phenomenon occurs when pilots 

become disoriented due to poor visibility and forget to rely on their instruments to help them successfully reach their 

destination. There may be many occasions in our life when we become disoriented. It can be the tragedies we have 

faced, loneliness, unexpected illness, job loss, and loss of friendships, these can lead us to great breakdowns and doubts. 

As we navigate life, there are often when life gets so overwhelming, that we feel disoriented. Life’s unexpected 

tragedies can easily leave us feeling lost and confused. When we find ourselves in these situations, we might try 

offering the prayer of Psalm 43. In this psalm, the psalmist is overwhelmed and lost because he is surrounded by evil 

and injustice. In despair, the psalmist pleads with God to provide His guidance to help him safely navigate through the 

situation to his desired destination, God’s presence (vv. 3–4). In God’s presence, the psalmist knows he will find 

renewed hope and joy. May God help us to live our daily lives refreshed by relying on the Lord’s grace.
