I would like to share couple of incidents from my life journey and relate them to the 
verse mentioned above. When I was working as a teacher at a college in Kerala, I was 
supervising a university exam. I noticed a student looking at a piece of paper he had 
hidden in his hand to write the answers. I caught him with the cheat sheet. If I had 
reported the incident to the authorities, that student would not have been able to 
write the university exams for at least two years, and two years of his life would have 
been wasted. However, instead of reporting the incident, I made him cross out the 
answers he had written by copying from the cheat sheet and allowed him to continue 
writing the exam. It was an act of mercy on my part.  

Later, an incident occurred where God also showed mercy on me. After I came to this 
country and finished my computer science degree, I worked for the Port Authority of 
NY and NJ as a Program/Analyst at their head office. It was on the 74th floor of one of 
the old-World Trade Center's twin buildings. We know what happened later to those 
buildings and the people who had worked there. A few years before it was destroyed, 
I moved on to a different path of my life journey. Because of that, I am still alive. 

So, what I meant to say here is that if we show mercy to someone, God will also 
show mercy to us. "He will protect and guide us forward, without regard for our 
good or bad deeds, and in ways we could never have imagined". 

In the season of Thanksgiving and Christmas, I am thankful for our Church 
family for your love, care, service, help and support. May His light shine brightly 
in your heart and home this season.
